The domestic terminal – Terminal 1 – is connected with the other 

airport terminals via a 300 metre indoor connecting walkway with 

moving sidewalks. It takes about 10-15 minutes to walk between 

Terminal 1 and the western end of Terminal 2. Alternatively, you may 

choose to walk outside between the terminals through a passage 

that is partially covered along Terminal 1 or to take a shuttle bus.

Shuttle busses
There is an inter-terminal shuttle bus service operating between 

Terminal 1, Terminal 2, Terminal 3 (metro and railway station) and the 

P15 and P17 car parks. 

The shuttle bus runs:

Daily: 4.30 a.m. to 11.18 p.m. (the last bus from Terminal 1) at 10 

minute intervals. Nightly: 11.18 p.m. to 4.30 a.m. at 20 minute intervals.

   Kokpit – a small cafe, lounge and bar 

offering a range of food, beverages, 

magazines, sweets, etc. 

Car rental  – EuropCar, Hertz and Avis. 

Opening hours: Mondays – Fridays at 

7.00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m. Outside those 

hours, customers should contact the 

car rental offi ce in the arcade between 

Terminal 2 and Terminal 3.
