In its seventh financial year, Copenhagen Airports A/S posted a pre-tax profit of DKK
489.4 million, which was 15.9 per cent higher than the pre-tax profit of DKK 422.1
million in 1996. The post-tax profit in 1997 was DKK 323.5 million compared with
DKK 279.5 million in 1996. The profit fulfils the forecast of a continued upward trend
previously published by the company.

The Board of Directors considers the profit to be satisfactory.

Capital and reserves

The company’s capital and reserves stood at DKK 1,628.9 million at 1 January 1997.
After giving effect to the profit for the year after tax and provision for the proposed
dividend, the company’s capital and reserves amounted to DKK 1,880.0 million at 31
December 1997.

The year’s post-tax profit represents a return on equity of 18.4 per cent, which is un-

changed from the previous year.

The equity ratio was 41.7 per cent at the end of the year compared with 43.7 per cent
at 31 December 1996.

Traffic trend

Passenger traffic at Copenhagen Airport increased to 17.1 million passengers, which
was 5.8 per cent higher than in 1996. This growth is composed of a positive growth in
international scheduled passenger traffic which increased by 8.7 per cent compared with
last year and a 2.6 per cent increase in charter passengers. As expected, the opening of
the fixed link across the Great Belt influenced domestic scheduled traffic, which fell by
4.8 per cent.

Copenhagen Airport strengthened its position as a transfer airport. Compared with the
total passenger flow, the proportion of transit/transfer passengers increased from 41.0

per cent in 1996 to 43.0 per cent in 1997.

The number of take-offs and landings increased by 4.9 per cent to 283,621 air transport
movements. As in previous years, this increase was attributable to the growth in inter-
national scheduled traffic, which increased by 7.2 per cent in terms of air transport

movements.

Revenue and prices

The company has maintained the same level of charges for seven years. There have
been no changes in the tariff since January 1992. The company’s revenue from traffic
rose by 6.3 per cent in 1997, an increase that was solely attributable to the above

mentioned growth in traffic.

Revenue from the airport’s shopping centre was 10.3 per cent higher than in 1996.
This revenue amounted to DKK 513.1 million in 1997.

Other concession revenue, including parking, banking, car hire, advertising and

restaurants, increased by 7.4 per cent to DKK 83.6 million.

Expenses
In spite of increasing activity levels in both traffic and expansion projects, the company
succeeded in maintaining external expenses at the 1996 level. This was achieved through

continued tight cost management.

The increase in staff costs reflects the higher activity level. As in 1996, the company
increased its staff of specialists who primarily work on the large construction projects.
As a result, salaries in the amount of DKK 35.7 million were capitalised in 1997 com-
pared with DKK 20.0 million in 1996. These capitalised salaries will be depreciated

together with the completed construction projects.

The company’s capital investments are made on the basis of a 10-year rolling investment
plan. As assumed in the plan, the investment level increased significantly in 1997 com-
pared with the 1996 level. Net capital investments during the year totalled DKK 1,257.7
million compared with DKK 813.6 million in 1996.

The major feature of 1997 was the continuation of the large construction projects started
in 1996.

Some of the major projects are a new pier, a new baggage terminal with sorting equip-
ment, a new cargo centre that has been leased to SAS on completion and a new Air Rail
Terminal being built in connection with the fixed link across the Gresund that will all

be brought into use in 1998. Finally, a large part of the administrative staff has moved

to new premises in the new office building built in connection with the new Pier West.

In 1997, Copenhagen Airports had an average of 1,356 employees, which was 42 more
than in 1996.

The increase in the number of employees was primarily attributable to the continuing

increase in the expansion activities at the airport.

Expansion plans
As stated above, capital investments are laid down in a rolling 10-year investment plan
which is based on a requirement that investment, and thus the expansion of Copenhagen

Airport, must be made in pace with the expected growth in traffic.

On the basis of a forecast continuing upward trend in traffic, the plan for the next 10
years requires an investment of around DKK 7.7 billion. In addition to the mentioned
projects already in progress, the most important project in the next few years will be the
building of a new passenger terminal on the east side of the existing terminals. The new
passenger terminal will be built in a phased project to be adjusted to traffic growth on a
continuous basis. The investment plan also includes an airport hotel, and a management
agreement for the hotel has been signed with Hilton International. The annual report
contains more detailed descriptions of the large projects which will be constructed during

the period covered by the investment plan.

Outlook

The positive trend in traffic at Copenhagen Airports is expected to continue in 1998.
The total passenger flow is expected to increase to as many as 18 million passengers.
The growth is expected within international traffic, and it will more than outbalance the

fall in domestic traffic that is expected when the Great Belt Link opens.

The company’s concession revenue is expected to grow in pace with the rise in pas-
senger traffic and general economic growth until mid-1999, when it is expected that
duty-free sales to passengers travelling within the EU will be abolished. The resulting

loss of revenue will be compensated by an increase in airport charges.

Work on the large construction projects will continue in 1998. In accordance with the
rolling 10-year investment plan, the company expects to spend DKK 1.4 billion on these
projects during 1998. The pace of the investments is managed carefully to ensure that

the expansion is flexible and matches traffic growth.

The company’s depreciation charges and financial expenses will increase in the years to
come as a result of the construction projects. In addition, other expenses are expected to
be affected by the forecast growth in traffic. The company, therefore, intends to continue

to pay particular attention to control of expenditure.

In spite of the continuing high level of capital investments and related costs, the com-
pany expects a satisfactory increase in profit also in 1998 of approximately 5-10 per

cent.

In recent years, an international trend has been seen of airports starting to invest funds
and take interests in other airports. CPH’s management is aware of these developments
and carefully monitors the business potential of this expanding international market for

airport privatisation.

The Board of Directors wishes to take this opportunity to thank all employees for their

good and motivated work during the past year.

No events have occurred since the end of the financial year which significantly affect the

company’s operations.

Accounting policies

The following accounting policies have been applied in the preparation of the financial
statements. The policies are in accordance with the Danish Company Accounts Act
and the guidelines issued by the Copenhagen Stock Exchange for listed companies,
including applicable Danish accounting standards. The company’s accounting policies
are unchanged from the 1996 financial year.

Revenue recognition
Net revenue represents the value of the year’s traffic revenue, rent, concession revenue, and
sale of services net of value added tax and price reductions directly related to sales.

Tax
Tax on the profit for the year is calculated at the current corporation tax rate on the profit
stated in the accounts adjusted for non-tax items.

The part of the tax on the year’s profit which has been deferred for payment in later years
is stated as deferred tax under provisions. The liability method is applied in the calculation
of deferred tax.

Tangible fixed assets
Tangible fixed assets are stated at historical cost or, for assets produced by the company,
at production cost less accumulated depreciation and writedowns.

Production cost comprises costs which can be related directly or indirectly to the asset,
including payroll costs. Interest is not included in production cost.

The depreciation base is historical cost or production cost, respectively.

Depreciation is charged on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful lives of the assets
and begins when the assets are brought into use. The estimated useful lives of the major
asset categories are as follows:

Foreign currency translation

Transactions denominated in foreign currency are translated at the exchange rates ruling
on the transaction date. Assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currency are translated
at the exchange rates ruling at year-end. All exchange differences are included in the profit
and loss account under “Net financial expense”.

Financial instruments are used solely to hedge foreign-exchange and interest risk on debt.
Financial instruments are included in “Other debtors” or “Other liabilities” at market value.

Cash flow statement

The cash flow from operating activities is presented directly and is calculated as payments
from customers less payments to employees and suppliers adjusted for financial items paid
and corporation tax paid.

The cash flow from investing activities comprises the company’s payments in connection
with the purchase and sale of tangible and financial fixed assets.

The cash flow from financing activities comprises the proceeds from short and long-term
loans raised, instalments paid on short and long-term loans and dividends paid to share-
holders.

The company has entered into concession agreements under which the concession holders have
invested in buildings and other fixed assets.

The assets will be transferred to Copenhagen Airports A/S at net book value on termination of the
agreements.

The agreements are irrevocable by Copenhagen Airports A/S until 31 December 2008 when the last
agreement expires without notice. The concession holders can terminate the agreements at six
months’ notice. If the concession agreements had been terminated on 31 December 1997, the
purchase commitment would have amounted to DKK 180.0 million. The corresponding amount for
1996 was DKK 92.2 million.

Pursuant to the rules set out in the Civil Servants Act, the company is committed to provide re-
dundancy pay to the civil servants.

The company has entered into contracts to build facilities totalling DKK 271,8 million as at 31
December. The corresponding amount for 1996 was DKK 1,025.9 million.
